Return from the Dark Side:
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Science is a universal language. For that reason, the worldwide network of sci-
entists represents a vast untapped resource for the enhancement of interna-
tional relationships. As it happens, a preponderance of international treaties
have a scientific/technical component. The U.S. Department of State (DoS) has
belatedly recognlzed these factors, realizing that the formulation of U.S. gov-
& ernment policy abroad requires an accurate and timely
understanding of rapidly advancing science, technology,
W and engineering issues. In the year 2000, the DoS estab-
1 lished a Science and Technology Adviser to the Secre-
tary (STAS) who in turn, instituted the Jefferson Science
Fellows program wherein selected tenured science fac-
ulty spend a year as senior science advisers in DoS. This
l initiative is a drop in the bucket compared to what is
d needed to bring our government up to par with other
nations, many of which have science attaches in every
embassy. Professor Samulski will give an overview of
the state of science and the science of State from his ten-
ure as a Jefferson Science Fellow.
